Requirements:  Advanced Novice & Up with good control of your horse 

 
NEW Expo Clinic!!!  Lots of fun!!!  The five clinic riders will work as a group, using rodear techniques, 
to drive a small herd of cattle through a series of obstacles.   If your horse is calm around cattle, 
we’ll teach you the rest. 
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March 11 – Sunday – 8:00 a.m.  
Foundation Maneuvers 
6 Clinic riders maximum 

 
Requirements:  Advanced Novice & Up 

 
Learn to control the separate parts of 
the horse.  A must for advancement in 
ALL disciplines and events . . . English or

March 11 – Sunday – 11:00 a.m.  Performance Riding 
6 Clinic riders maximum 

 
Requirements:  Novice & Up.  Ability to walk and trot your horse 

 
Performance Riding is the ability of the rider to cue the horse from the seat and legs with minimal 
use of the reins.  It’s the next step up from directly your horse using reins and the start of 
actively riding your horse as a true partner.

Go to the RMHE website, www.RockyMountainHorseExpo.com, for the “Ride with the 
Experts” contract.  There are two options.  You can ride with one clinician (option 1 below) 
or you can buy a 3-pack which gives you a price discount allowing you to ride with 3 
clinicians throughout the Expo (option 2 below).  Both options include Expo passes and 
trucks with trailers park free in Lot C.

Health Certificates are required for all horses. Out-of-state horses must have 
proof of negative Equine Infectious Anemia Test (AGID or Elisa) that is dated no 
more than 6 months from date of arrival.
